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AN ACT relating to pharmacists.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 315 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Any pharmacist may refuse to dispense any medication prescribed for post-coital contraception or any medication to terminate intrauterine pregnancy, if performing this practice would violate the pharmacist's ethical, religious, or professional principles.
(2)
It shall be an unlawful discriminatory practice for any person to take any of the following actions against any pharmacist for refusing to dispense any medication prescribed for post-coital contraception or any medication to terminate intrauterine pregnancy by reason of objection thereto on ethical, religious, or professional grounds, or because of any statement or other manifestation of attitude by the pharmacist with respect to abortion:

Impose penalties or disciplinary actions;

Deny employment or promotion;

(c)
Discharge from employment;

(d)
Deny or limit public funds; and

(e)
Deny or limit licenses, certificates, degrees or other approvals or documents of qualifications.
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
