Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 189A.010 to lower the blood alcohol level which triggers second and third offense DUI; require a person, with a blood alcohol level of 0.18 or higher, convicted of a second offense DUI, to serve at least 30 days in the county jail; amend KRS 189A.070, 189A.200, and 189A.240 to conform



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

Decreasing the blood alcohol level which triggers 2nd and 3rd offense DUI could impact the Department of Corrections (DOC) by increasing the number of DUI 4th offenses committed.  The DOC receives approximately 305 commitments per year for DUI – 4th. A 10% increase would result in an additional 31 inmates in FY01 and 46 inmates in FY02 serving a 2-year sentence.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The fiscal impact of this bill on the Department of Corrections would be 31 additional inmates in FY01 at a cost of $700,000 amd 46 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of $1.1M.
