On page 27, line 17, in the Part I, Operating Budget by providing additional General Fund support totaling $5,000,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 for the Education Technology Escrow Account to be expended based on guidelines established by the Education Technology Master Plan in fiscal year 2001-2002 ; and

On page 28, line 11, in the Part I, Operating Budget, by providing additional General Fund support totaling $750,000 in each year of the fiscal biennium 2000-2002 to the Learning Support Services within the Kentucky Department of Education for the establishment of a professional growth fund; and 

On page 28, line 11, in the Part I, Operating Budget, by providing additional General Fund support totaling $750,000 in each year of the fiscal biennium 2000-2002 to the Learning Support Services within the Kentucky Department of Education for the stipend increases for supervisory teachers; and

On page 32, line 16, in the Part I, Operating Budget, by providing additional General Fund support totaling $64,000 each year of fiscal biennium 2000-2002 for the Oral History Commission in the Education, Arts, and Humanities Cabinet; and 

On page 73, after line 10, in the Part I, Operating Budget, relating to the Highways budget unit, by inserting the following:

Included in the State Funded Construction Program is $53,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 for right-of-way, $80,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 for utilities, and $400,000 in fiscal year 2001-2002 for the reconstruction of the vertical curve on KY 86 at Howe Valley City Limits in Hardin County (Item Number 04-123.00).


Included in the State Funded Construction Program is support for a 4-way stop light at the intersection of the Highway 461 By-Pass and Jerry Lane in Rockcastle County in fiscal year 2000-2001. This project shall be completed in calendar year 2000.


Included in the Federal Funded Construction Program is $110,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 for design and $2,500,000 in fiscal year 2001-2002 for right-of-way for the reconstruction of KY 52 from KY 954 in Garrard County to KY 21 in Madison County. (Item Number 07-201.00).


In the 2000-2006 Six Year Highway Plan, revise the project title of Item Number 10-291.00 to read as follows:  West Liberty - Sandy Hook; Improve Existing KY 7 from the West Liberty city limits to KY 519 north of town.


In calendar year 2000, the House provides sufficient funding for a traffic signal at the intersection of Redding Road and Breckinridge Lane in Jefferson County, Kentucky."; and

On page 91, line 25, in the Part I, Operating Budget, relating to the Department of Juvenile Justice, delete "75" and insert "Not to exceed 100" in lieu thereof;

On page 157, line 6, in the Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by deleting the words "English Park Docking Facility" and inserting in lieu thereof the words "Daviess County Waterfront Development"; and on line 7, by deleting "1,300,000" and inserting in lieu thereof "1,105,000"; and

On page 169, line 11, in the Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by deleting a duplicate project funding for the World War II Memorial and inserting in lieu thereof the project "Kentucky Civil War Memorial Museum" in Vicksburg, Mississippi; and on line 12, by deleting "Bond Funds" and inserting "General Fund" and by deleting "312,000" and inserting "250,000"; and

On page 177, line 19, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by deleting "50,000" and inserting in lieu thereof "40,000"; and

On page 187, after line 17 and before line 18, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by inserting the Community Development, Item 5, Project gf, West Liberty Technology School listed on page 189, lines 17 and 18, in order to identify the project's location in Morgan County; and

On page 191, line 26, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by deleting "500,000" and inserting in lieu thereof "375,000"; and 

On page 193, after line 13 and before line 14, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by inserting the Ashland Waterfront project in Boyd County to be financed with Bond Funds of $200,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001; and

On page 193, after line 20 and before line 21, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by inserting the Daviess County Parks Building to be financed with Bond Funds of $195,000; and

On page 193, after line 22 and before line 23, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by inserting Green County Projects to be financed with Bond Funds of $150,000; and by inserting the Hancock County Rescue Squad project to be financed with Bond Funds of $20,000, and the Hancock County Water Project to be financed with Bond Funds of $115,000; and 

On page 194, after line 16 and before line 17, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by inserting the Pulaski County Southeast Water Association project to be financed with Bond Funds of $350,000; and

On page 194, after line 16 and before line 17, in Part II, Capital Projects Budget, by inserting the Russell County projects for the Jamestown Water Industrial Authority to be financed with Bond Funds of $150,000, and for the Russell Springs Sewer and Water project to be financed with Bond Funds of $175,000; and

by renumbering the provisions, and adjusting the subtotals and totals accordingly.
