Expenditures authorized by this provision are limited to the use of funds solely derived from the sale of Cabinet-owned facilities, which equity rights are shared between both the state and federal government. Any project estimated to cost over $400,000 shall be reported to the Capital Projects and Bond Oversight Committee by the Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet."; and
