On page 261, between lines 14 and 15, insert the following:

"g.
Abstinence Education:  The department shall use federal funds and state matching funds under Title V of the Federal Social Security Act, 42 U.S.C. sec. 710, in the following manner:  Ninety-five percent (95%) shall be used for community-based grants to institute abstinence education programs; five percent (5%) shall be used to administer and evaluate the effectiveness of the program; and if funds are available after funding community-based programs, the remainder shall be used to promote abstinence education by other means, including an advertising and marketing campaign.

The abstinence education program shall include teaching the social, psychological, and health benefits of sexual abstinence; that abstinence is the expected standard for all school age children; that abstinence is the only certain way to avoid out-of-wedlock pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases, and other associated health problems; that a monogamous marital relationship is the expected standard for human sexual activity; that sexual activity outside of marriage is likely to be harmful psychologically and physically; that bearing children outside of wedlock is likely to be harmful to the child, the child's parents, and society; ways for young people to reject sexual advances; how alcohol and drug use increases vulnerability to sexual advances; and the importance of becoming self-sufficient before engaging in sexual activity.".
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
