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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The provisions of HB 522/GA require that professional or administrative employees of a planning commission take orientation training and continuing education; require the local planning commissions to provide or pay for the appropriate training; provide process for certification of attendance; and prohibit individuals who do not comply from either being employed, or remaining on boards and commissions. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The provisions of HB 522/GA creates new sections of KRS Chapter 147A to provide for the measure's purpose. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of HB 522/GA do not have a state fiscal impact. 
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
