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AN ACT relating to speed limits.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 189 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The provisions of KRS 189.390 notwithstanding, the secretary of the Transportation Cabinet shall establish a maximum speed limit of sixty-five (65) miles per hour on Kentucky Route 80 between the cities of Hazard in Perry County and Prestonsburg in Floyd County.
(2)
If an emergency condition exists or in the case of an active highway construction project, a speed limit less than the limit established under subsection (1) of this Act is necessary to ensure the safety of the motoring public, the secretary of the Transportation Cabinet may temporarily reduce the speed limit established in subsection (1) of this Act but:
(a)
If the secretary reduces the speed limit on Kentucky Route 80 under the provisions of this subsection due to an emergency condition, the secretary shall return the speed limit to sixty-five (65) miles per hour as soon as the emergency no longer exists; or
(b)
If the secretary reduces the speed limit due to an active highway construction project, the secretary shall be limited to reducing the speed in thirty (30) day intervals. The secretary shall review the status of the highway project every thirty (30) days and shall return the speed limit to sixty-five (65) miles per hour as soon as construction in the area will safely permit the speed limit to be increased.
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
