PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 1321 will add two citizen-members to each of the appointing authorities for the planning commission in counties with populations over 300,000.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1321 should be minimal, costing $6,000 at most.  Currently, the bill only affects Jefferson County and its largest city, Louisville, because Jefferson is the only county in the state with a population over 300,000.  The Louisville-Jefferson County planning commission has 10 members at this time, six who are citizen-members that the Jefferson County judge-executive and Louisville mayor appoint.  This bill would add four new citizen-members.  The other members are public official designees or public employees.  Their numbers will remain the same under this bill.  According to Jefferson County officials, the citizen members are paid $50 for each public hearing they attend (generally two per month).  Their maximum yearly earnings are capped at 

$1,500.  At the maximum, adding four new members to the commission would cost only $6,000.  The public official designees and employees are not paid extra to attend the meetings.
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
