PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill mandates the use of paper stock eight and one-half (8 1/2) inches wide by fourteen (14) inches long, i.e., "legal size" paper, for documents filed with a county clerk.  This bill will allow the use of "prepared forms" of a different length in existence prior to the effective date of the Act.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effect of this bill is indeterminable, but could be substantial.  Mr. Don Blevins, the Fayette County Clerk, stated that county clerks oppose the bill.  Mr. Blevins said that currently there is no standard for document size.  He said that county clerks operate in "limbo" in regard to document size.  Only plat maps have a specified size.  He points out that the General Assembly mandates eight and one-half (8 1/2) by eleven (11) inch size paper, i.e., "letter size" paper, for administrative regulations, and that the court system has used the letter size standard for over twenty (20) years.  Only county clerks have no standards in regard to size, margins, or contrast.

Mr. Blevins stated that "'limbo was preferable to legal size."  Mr. Blevins felt that letter size paper made for easier storage and electronic scanning and manipulation.  Mr. Blevins felt that the legal size standard would impose a substantial burden on county clerks.
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
