MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Requires an immunization certificate for hepatitis B for sixth grade school children, and the Cabinet for Health Services to promulgate administrative regulations to carry-out this provision.  Sunsets after the 2008-2009 school year unless otherwise authorized by the General Assembly.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 214.036 to require an immunization certificate for hepatitis B for sixth grade school children; Requires the Cabinet for Health Services to promulgate administrative regulations; Sunset requirement following the 2008-2009 school year.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 564/GA would require an additional 7,500 children who are entering the sixth grade to receive immunizations for Hepatitis B.  Per the Cabinet for Health Services, this provision would cost $30 per immunization.  CHS further estimates it would cost approximately $75,000 for local health departments to administer HB 564/GA.

LRC Staff Note:  The FB 2000-2002 Branch Budget recommendation includes additional funding for the Department for Public Health totaling $2,000,000 in General Fund support (Tobacco Settlement Funds) in each year to provide universal immunizations for children statewide.
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
