On page 22, line 10, after "renew," and before "refuse" by placing brackets and strike through around the "or";

On page 23, line 1 after the semicolon by placing brackets and strike through around "and";

On page 23, line 5 after "board" and before the period by inserting the following:

Develop an individual profile of each physician holding a license under KRS 311.530 to 311.620 that is in accordance with Section 20 of this Act";

On page 26, after line 6 by adding the following

"SECTION 20.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 311.530 TO 311.620 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The State Board of Medical Licensure shall develop an individual profile of each physician holding a valid license issued under KRS 311.530 to 311.620. The board shall make the profiles available to a member of the public upon the member's written request. The profile shall be transmitted to the requesting party both in printed form and in computerized form for distribution by way of the largest nonproprietory nonprofit cooperative public computer network at no charge.

(2)
Each profile shall include:

(a)
The names of each medical school the physician has attended, the dates in attendance at each school, and the date of the physician's graduation;

(b)
The name and location of the school or hospital where the physician is or was enrolled in a graduate medical education program, the dates of attendance, and the date of graduation;

(c)
Any specialty board certification the physician has and had, the current status of each certification, and the date each certification was awarded;

(d)
The jurisdictions in which the physician practices and has practiced and the years in practice in each jurisdiction;

(e)
The names of the hospitals where the physician has privileges to practice;

(f)
The address of the physician's primary practice;

(g)
The languages, if any, in which translation services are available at the physician's primary practice location;

(h)
A statement on whether or not the physician participates in the Medicaid program;

(i)
The name of any medical school on whose faculty the physician serves or has served and information on whether the physician has or has had any supervisory responsibilities for graduate medical education during the immediately past ten (10) years. The information shall also include the duration of each appointment listed;
(j)
A listing of each publication written by the physician that has been published in peer-review medical literature during the previous ten (10) years;

(k)
Information listing the physician's professional or community service activities and awards received;

(l)
A listing of all medical malpractice court judgments, arbitration awards, or insurance settlements in the immediately past ten (10) years in which a payment was awarded to a complaining party on the physician's behalf;

(m)
A detailed description of any of the following disciplinary actions that have been taken against the physician in the immediately past ten (10) years:
1.
A revocation or involuntary restriction of privileges to practice in a hospital, due to the physician's competence or character by the hospital's governing board or an official of the hospital, after procedural due process was afforded the physician; or

2.
A resignation from or nonrenewal of the physician's staff membership or a restriction of privileges to practice at a hospital that was taken in lieu of, or in settlement of, a pending disciplinary case that relates or was related to the physician's competence or character; and

(n)
A listing of the felonies or misdemeanors determined by the board to be serious misdemeanors of which the physician was convicted or to which the physician has pleaded guilty or no contest within the immediately past ten (10) years.

(3)
The board shall not charge for any expenses incurred in the transmittal of the profile.
(4)
Prior to releasing the profile to a member of the public, the board shall provide each physician with a copy of his or her profile, and shall allow the physician a reasonable time, as set out in administrative regulations promulgated by the board, to correct any inaccuracies that appear in the profile.
(5)
(a)
Any information set out in paragraph (l) of subsection (2) of this section shall be reported in the profile in at least three (3) graduated categories indicating the level of significance of the award or settlement. The information shall be reported in context by comparing the individual's malpractice awards and settlements to the experience of other physicians within the same specialty.

(b)
The information provided under this subsection shall be disclosed with the following statement and any other clarifying information reasonably supplied by the board:

"Settlement of a claim may occur for a variety of reasons that do not necessarily reflect negatively on the professional competence or conduct of the physician. A payment in settlement of a medical malpractice action or claim shall not be construed as creating the presumption of guilt."".
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
