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AN ACT relating to clerks of the Circuit Court.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 27A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Administrative Office of the Courts shall not administer any standard examination relating to the qualifications of an individual to fill the office of clerk of the Circuit Court unless the examination meets the requirements of this section.

(2)
The examination shall be given by December 15 of the year preceding the year in which candidates for the office of clerk of the Circuit Court are to stand at election for that office.

(3)
If the total failure rate on any examination given is greater than twenty percent (20%), those persons failing the examination shall be allowed to retake the test within thirty (30) days of the date of the initial examination. Results of the re-examination shall be given to those retaking the examination at least two (2) days prior to the filing deadline for a candidate for the office of clerk of the Circuit Court.

(4)
The contents of the examination shall be made public following the last administration of the examination for that election cycle.
