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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The provisions of HB 588 creates the Commission on Small Business Advocacy, of 25 members as an independent agency attached to the Office of the Governor; and sets forth duties of the commission and requires an annual report to the Governor and the Interim Joint Committee on Economic Development and Tourism.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The provisions of HB 588 creates new sections in KRS Chapter 11 to provide for the measure's purpose, and amends KRS 12.020 and 12.023 to conform.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of HB 588 have an indeterminable fiscal impact.  However, a projected cost can be made to provide for a staff of two and associated operating costs.  The personnel costs for an Executive Director and a Principle Assistant are estimated to be $73,000 in FY 2000-2001 and $106,000 in FY 2001-2002.  Associated operating costs are estimated to be $52,000 in FY 2000-2001 and $69,000 in FY 2001-2002.  The estimated costs in FY 2000-2001 assume the Commission will begin operations in the second quarter of the fiscal year.
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
