Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 439.265, 439.340, and 439.575 to require that persons released on shock probation, prerelease probation, and parole who do not have a high school diploma or equivalent to enroll and participate in a program to obtain a high school diploma or equivalent and to deny financial benefits awarded under other adult education programs to probationers and parolees awarded high school diploma or high school equivalency diploma. 



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Division of Probation and Parole would have to monitor compliance with the requirement that offenders on probation or parole complete a GED. This would require the cooperation of the Department of Education. The task would require some additional manpower hours of Probation and Parole Officers.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
There will be no additional monetary cost for this additional duty. The only cost is in terms of time associated with the implementation of the bill and this is the time required for Probation and Parole Officers to verify and document completion of the offender’s attempt to complete the GED.  There is no language that clearly delineates who will determine if a person would “reasonably be expected” to benefit from the completion of a GED. The burden of the decision should not be placed on Probation and Parole Officers but should be outlined specifically in the bill which offenders are exempt from completing a GED.
