PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill reclassifies the city of Jeffersontown, Jefferson County, Kentucky, from a city of the fourth class to a city of the second class.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effect of the bill is indeterminable, but could range from moderate to significant. Cities of the second class may adopt, by ordinance, a civil service commission and are required to provide police and fire protection through police and fire departments staffed with paid, full-time employees. A city of the second class may also issue bonds for a variety of projects including bridges, sewer districts, and economic development projects. A city of the second class may operate a municipal college.

In the case of the city of Jeffersontown, the major fiscal impact would be the requirement that the city create and maintain a fire department. The city of Jeffersontown currently provides fire protection to its residents through a volunteer fire department funded through a fire protection district. The major fiscal impact of the bill would be the additional cost of operating a paid fire department over the cost of a volunteer fire department.
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
