KENTUCKY GENERAL ASSEMBLY AMENDMENT FORM

2000 REGULAR SESSION

Amend printed copy of HB611/HCS

By deleting all of the bill following the enacting clause, and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 248 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Sections 1 to 6 of this Act, unless the context requires otherwise:
(1)
"Board" means the Rural Development Board created by Section 2 of this Act;

(2)
"Fund" means the rural development fund established by an Act of the 2000 Regular Session;

(3)
"Subcommittee" means the Rural Development Oversight Committee created by Section 5 of this Act; and

(4)
"Council" means the rural development advisory council authorized by Section 6 of this Act.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 248 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Rural Development Board is created as a political subdivision of the Commonwealth to perform essential governmental and public functions by administering funds to provide economic assistance to the agriculture community of the Commonwealth. The board shall be a public agency within the meaning of KRS 61.805, KRS 61.870, and other applicable statutes.

(2)
The board's highest priority for distributing funds shall be to tobacco farmers and tobacco-impacted communities most adversely affected by the loss of tobacco income, as determined by a formula using tobacco income as a percentage of total personal income.

(3)
The board shall consist of twenty (20) members as follows:

(a)
Three (3) voting members or their designees, as follows:
1.
The Governor of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, who shall serve as chair;
2.
The Commissioner of the Kentucky Department of Agriculture, who shall serve as vice chair and shall serve as chair in the absence of the Governor; and
3.
The secretary of the Cabinet for Economic Development;
(b)
Twelve (12) voting members appointed by the Governor, who shall be geographically distributed throughout the state and subject to confirmation by the House and Senate as provided in KRS 11.160(2). The members shall be as follows:
1.
One (1) representative of the Kentucky Farm Bureau;
2.
One (1) representative of the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce, who shall be an agribusiness person;

3.
One (1) representative of the Kentucky League of Cities;
4.
One (1) representative of the Kentucky Association of Counties;

5.
One (1) attorney with farm experience and familiarity with agricultural policy;

6.
One (1) agricultural lender; and

7.
Six (6) active farmers; and
(c)
Five (5) ex officio, nonvoting members of the General Assembly, as follows:
1.
Two (2) members of the Senate, one (1) appointed by the President of the Senate and one (1) appointed by the Minority Leader of the Senate; and
2.
Three (3) members of the House of Representatives, two (2) appointed by the Speaker of the House and one (1) appointed by the Minority Leader of the House.
(4)
The members appointed under subsection (3)(b) 1. to 4. of this section shall be chosen from a list of three (3) nominees submitted to the Governor by each of the respective organizations.

(5)
The majority of the voting members shall be active farmers.

(6)
Members of the board shall be reimbursed for expenses incurred in the performance of their duties.

(7)
Except as provided in paragraphs (a) to (d) of this subsection, the terms of the members appointed by the Governor shall be for four (4) years and until their successors are appointed and confirmed. A vacancy on the board shall be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term in the same manner as the original appointment. Members may be reappointed. The initial appointments shall be for staggered terms, as follows:

(a)
Three (3) members shall be appointed for one (1) year;

(b)
Three (3) members shall be appointed for two (2) years;

(c)
Three (3) members shall be appointed for three (3) years; and

(d)
Three (3) members shall be appointed for four (4) years.

(8)
The Governor shall convene the first meeting of the board by July 1, 2000, and the board shall create committees, including, but not limited to, committees on:
(a)
Access to Capital;
(b)
Environmental Cost Share;
(c)
Marketing and Entrepreneurship; and
(d)
Technology, Infrastructure, and Training.

(9)
The board shall meet quarterly, or at the call of the chair or a majority of the voting members.
(10)
A quorum of the board shall consist of eight (8) voting members. A majority of the voting members present may act upon matters before the board.

(11)
The board shall be attached to the Governor's Office for administrative purposes.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 248 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The board's duties shall include, but not be limited to:
(a)
Working with other governmental agencies to maximize the financial and economic impact that the programs implemented by the board will have on the agriculture community in the Commonwealth;

(b)
Promulgating administrative regulations relating to carrying out the purposes of Sections 1 to 6 of this Act;
(c)
Hiring a director to carry out the will of the board;

(d)
Ensuring the necessary mechanisms are in place for the committees created by Section 2 of this Act to function effectively;

(e)
Contracting with other persons or entities if necessary to effectuate the board's purposes and functions;
(f)
Enacting bylaws concerning the conduct of the board's business and other administrative procedures as the board deems necessary;

(g)
Administering the fund;

(h)
Providing at least quarterly reports to the Rural Development Oversight Committee created by Section 5 of this Act. These reports shall contain detailed information relating to each proposed project that is being recommended by the board; and

(i)
Submitting an annual written report to the Governor, the Commissioner of Agriculture, the Rural Development Oversight Committee, and the Legislative Research Commission regarding the administrative, financial, and programmatic activities of the board.

(2)
In administering the fund under subsection (1)(g) of this section, the board shall be governed by the following principles:

(a)
Individuals, groups, educational institutions, governmental entities, and other agriculturally related entities are eligible to receive moneys from the fund; and

(b)
No more than one percent (1%) of the fund's annual receipts shall be expended on the administrative costs of the board.
SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 248 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The committees of the board shall be composed of board members knowledgeable about the programs being overseen by each committee.

(2)
The committees shall develop criteria for programs to be considered by the board. The committees shall make recommendations to the board, and the board shall determine which programs are to be overseen and implemented by the committees. The board shall determine which individual projects in each program are approved.

(3)
Programs that shall be created and funded by the board and overseen and implemented by the committees include:
(a)
A Phase II Supplement Program to ensure that payments to tobacco quota owners and growers are maintained at the same level as the 1999 level of one hundred fourteen million dollars ($114,000,000). The board shall use information provided by the Kentucky Tobacco Settlement Trust Corporation in determining the payments to quota holders and growers;
(b)
A Rural Community and Entrepreneurship Program to support small farm agricultural diversification through technical assistance, business mentoring, and financial incentives;
(c)
A Farm Market Development and Infrastructure Program to develop regional, integrated farm markets, and regional or community capital projects;
(d)
An Environmental Stewardship Program to provide cost-share assistance to farmland owners for compliance with the state agriculture water quality plan and other environmental compliance requirements;
(e)
A Farmland Preservation Program to provide Purchase of Agricultural Conservation Easement matching funding to city, county, or urban-county governments that have enacted agricultural conservation easement acquisition programs for the purchase of agricultural development rights; and
(f)
A Rural Water Line Extension Program to provide municipal water in areas of high agricultural activity.

(4)
The board may create other agricultural assistance programs in addition to those created under subsection (3) of this section.
SECTION 5.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 248 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
There is created a permanent subcommittee of the Legislative Research Commission to be known as the Rural Development Oversight Committee. The subcommittee shall be composed of seven (7) members and shall include members of the House of Representatives and members of the Senate. The subcommittee shall include members of the minority party as nearly proportional to their membership in the General Assembly as mathematically possible. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint, from the membership of the General Assembly, the members of the subcommittee for terms of two (2) years. The members so appointed shall elect one (1) of their number to serve as chair. Any vacancy that may occur in the membership of the subcommittee shall be filled by the Legislative Research Commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting after the vacancy occurs.

(2)
The subcommittee shall meet monthly, or at the call of the chair. The members of the subcommittee shall be compensated for attending meetings as provided in KRS 7.090(3) and 7.110(5).

(3)
A quorum of the subcommittee shall consist of four (4) members. A majority of the members present may act upon matters before the subcommittee.

(4)
Any professional, clerical, or other employees required by the subcommittee shall be provided in accordance with KRS 7.090(4) and (5).

(5)
The subcommittee shall review each project being recommended by the board. In reviewing the projects, the subcommittee shall determine whether the criteria developed for the programs created under Section 4 of this Act have been met and whether any other relevant requirements have been met.

(6)
If the subcommittee determines that any of the criteria or requirements required by Sections 1 to 6 of this Act have not been met, the subcommittee may, by majority vote, recommend to the board in writing that a project not be approved. The reasons for not approving a project shall be stated in the correspondence, which shall be issued within sixty (60) days of receiving the recommendation from the board.

(7)
If the board approves a project that the subcommittee has recommended in writing not be approved, the board shall provide a written explanation to the subcommittee why the project was approved. The written explanation shall be sent within thirty (30) days of receiving the subcommittee's notification.

(8)
The subcommittee shall maintain records of its findings and determinations. The records shall be transmitted to the appropriate interim joint committees of the Legislative Research Commission and to the General Assembly when next convened.

SECTION 6.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 248 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A rural development advisory council may be established in each county to evaluate the programs being funded by the board and to devise a plan for the county that would utilize the programs best suited for the agricultural members of the county. The council would assist prospective applicants in the council's county in obtaining moneys from the fund. Each council shall consist of eight (8) members as follows:

(a)
Two (2) members selected by the Farm Service Agency county committee;

(b)
Two (2) members selected by the soil conservation district board;

(c)
Two (2) members selected by the county extension council; and

(d)
Two (2) young farmers between the ages of twenty-one (21) and thirty-five (35), selected by the six (6) members in paragraphs (a) to (c) of this subsection.

(2)
Each council shall be attached to the county cooperative extension service for administrative support.

(3)
Each council shall utilize the services of the Kentucky Small Business Development Center Network for assistance and support in aiding prospective applicants in obtaining moneys from the fund.

(4)
Councils may work cooperatively with each other to develop regional strategies for enhancing agriculture opportunities for farmers.
Section 7.   KRS 12.023 is amended to read as follows:

The following organizational units and administrative bodies shall be attached to the Office of the Governor:

(1)
Council on Postsecondary Education;

(2)
Department of Military Affairs;

(3)
Department for Local Government;

(4)
Kentucky Commission on Human Rights;

(5)
Kentucky Commission on Women;

(6)
Kentucky Commission on Military Affairs;

(7)
 Coal Marketing and Export Council;

(8)
Governor's Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services;

(9)
Office of the Chief Information Officer;[ and]
(10)
Office of Coal Marketing and Export; and

(11)
Rural Development Board.

Section 8.   As used in subsection (2) of Section 1 of this Act, "rural development fund" means the fund with that name created in House Bill 583 of this 2000 Regular Session from a distribution of moneys in the tobacco settlement agreement fund established by KRS 248.654, or created in other legislation of this 2000 Regular Session. In codifying subsection (2) of Section 1 of this Act, the Reviser of Statutes may substitute the relevant KRS section number for the phrase "Act of the 2000 Regular Session" in that subsection.

Section 9.   Whereas it is important to establish the administrative functions of this Act as soon as possible, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law."
