PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 611 creates new sections of KRS Chapter 248 to create a Rural Development Finance Board and committees of the board to oversee agriculture's share of the Master Settlement Agreement.  The bill specifies duties of the board and the committees and the programs the committees will oversee.  The bill creates a Rural Development Oversight Committee and specifies its duties and allows for the establishment of Rural Development Advisory Councils and specifies their duties.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  This bill requires that the county judge/executive select two members of the eight member Rural Development Advisory Council.  The bill further stipulates that the county fiscal court must confirm the members selected by the county judge.  Some minimal expense may occur due the administrative detail and procedures necessary for the fiscal court to approve the selection.
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
