On page 2, after line 9, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 230 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any standardbred track which participates in simulcasting or intertrack wagering on thoroughbred horse races shall be granted each year a share of all funds received that year by the Kentucky Racing Health and Welfare Fund, Inc. in accordance with KRS 230.374 in an amount directly proportionate to the share of the total amount wagered on thoroughbred races at that standardbred track relative to the total amount wagered on thoroughbred horse races for that year in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

(2)
Any standardbred track which receives funding from the Kentucky Racing Health and Welfare Fund, Inc. in accordance with subsection (1) of this section shall use this funding exclusively for the benefit, aid, assistance, and relief of standardbred owners, trainers, jockeys, valets, exercise riders, grooms, stable attendants, pari-mutuel clerks, and other standardbred racing personnel employed in connection with racing, and their spouses and children, who can demonstrate their need for financial assistance connected with death, illness, or off-the-job injury and are not otherwise covered by union health and welfare plans, workers' compensation, Social Security, public welfare, or any type of health, medical, death, or accident insurance.

(3)
Nothing in KRS 230.374 shall be construed to prohibit or otherwise preclude the Kentucky Racing Health and Welfare Fund, Inc. from granting funding to a standardbred track in accordance with subsection (1) of this section."
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
