PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill creates a Class D felony crime for using the Internet for child pornography, and a Class C felony for a second offense.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. The bill provides that violations may be prosecuted in any jurisdiction in which a communication originates or terminates in this state. The establishment of a new felony crime can result in some incidental training costs and in overtime pay to peace officers who may be required to do additional investigative work and testify in court.
