PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill removes recreational vehicles from the provisions of KRS Chapter 227, which requires production of a proof of purchase seal of approval, demonstrating that the recreational vehicle was manufactured in accordance with standards established by the state fire marshall, or has been inspected to ensure the recreational vehicle meets the standards established by the state fire marshall, before the vehicle may be registered or licensed.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effect of this bill is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Local government officials are not involved in the inspection of recreational vehicles.  Representatives of the state fire marshall's office, or certified dealers inspect recreational vehicles to ensure they meet the safety standards established by the state fire marshall's office.  The clerk of the county in which a recreational vehicle is sought to be registered currently requires production of the proof of purchase of a seal of approval before registering and issuing a license for a recreational vehicle.  To the extent that this bill would remove that requirement on county clerks, it would reduce the workload on staff and reduce staff hour requirements.  Such a reduction would be minimal.
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
