MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 640/HCS changes the eligibility criteria for locating Family Resources and Youth Service Centers (FRYSC's) from the school population qualifying for free school meals to the school population qualifying for free or reduced price school meals and declares an Emergency.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 640/HCS amends KRS 156.497 to require the eligibility criteria for locating family resource and youth service centers be based on the school population qualifying for free or reduced price school meals and declares an Emergency to prevent the disqualification of operating centers. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact for HB 640/HCS is indeterminable.

Based upon the new criteria approximately 60 additional schools would qualify to apply for funding for a FYRSC.  If all 60 schools applied for and received the current funding of $67,500 each, the fiscal impact would be a maximum of $4,050,000.

The fiscal impact is indeterminable due to the following unknown information:  a) the number of schools that would apply and b) the number of schools that would combine to apply for funding for a single center.
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
