On Page 11, lines 8-13, by deleting them in their entirety, and inserting in lieu thereof, 

"(1)
The territory of a consolidated local government shall be divided into service districts.

(2)
Each service district shall constitute a separate tax district within which the consolidated local government shall levy and collect taxes in accordance with the kind, type, level and character of the services provided by the consolidated local government in each of these districts.

(3)
The legislative body of the consolidated local government may abolish or alter existing districts, or create new districts, except for that area which previously existed as a city of the first class.

(4)
The area which previously existed as a city of the first class shall be created and maintained as a singular urban service district. The level of services provided in this area and the funding for these services shall be maintained at a level not less than those services provided upon the effective date of this Act and may only be altered or abolished upon a majority vote of the registered voters residing in the district at a special or regular election.

(5)
Notwithstanding any contrary provision of the comprehensive plan of a consolidated local government, the consolidated local government may establish partial urban services districts into which one (1) or more services not provided within the full urban services district shall be expanded or extended, and may establish urban services districts into which all of the services provided within the full urban services district shall be expanded or extended along with one (1) or more other services not provided within the full urban services district.

(6)
All taxing and service districts in existence upon the effective date of this Act shall continue in existence until dissolved in the manner prescribed by law and shall continue to exercise all the powers and functions permitted by the Constitution and the laws of the Commonwealth. Such districts shall take those steps necessary to comply with the requirements of this section to provide the levels of services mandated.".
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
