"SECTION 19.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 65 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Upon the creation of a consolidated local government in order to guarantee and ensure the representation of minorities on the newly formed consolidated legislative council, the legislative council shall contain a number of minority members reflecting that number equaling the percentage of minority population to the total population which existed in the city of the first class or the county, whichever is greater, upon the effective date of this Act.

(2)
If, after the election of the twenty-six (26) member council as provided in Section 2 of this Act, the percentage of minority members on the legislative council does not meet the requirements of this section, a special election shall be held within sixty (60) days of the certification of the election of the legislative council members in order to select an additional number of members to the legislative council which would equal as nearly as possible that number which equals the percentage of the original twenty-six (26) legislative council seats necessary to comply with the requirements of subsection (1) of this section.

(3)
The county clerk shall give legal public notice of the need to hold a special election as required by this section. The legal public notice shall inform the public as to the number of available offices, procedures, and deadlines relating to the filing of candidates for the legislative council offices.

(4)
Candidates standing for election to fill the seats created for minority representation shall be elected at large and shall meet the age and residency requirements as required by Section 2 of this Act. The political party affiliation of a candidate shall be denoted on the election ballot but party affiliation shall in no way affect the candidacy of persons seeking to fill the minority representative seats on the legislative council.

(5)
Minority representative seats on the legislative council shall be awarded to those candidates receiving the highest number of votes in the special election.  The filing of the necessary number of seats shall be made in the order of finish beginning with the individual who received the most votes.

(6)
Upon the certification of the results of the special election, the winning candidates shall immediately be sworn into office as a member of the consolidated local government council."; and
