Amend KRS 508.025, relating to assault in the third degree, to add assaults against paid or volunteer fire or emergency medical services personnel



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill adds volunteer fireman and emergency medical personnel to those considered in the definition of Assault III victims.  The Department of Corrections averages 39 commitments per year for Assault III.  The Department estimates that this addition may result in 1 additional inmate in FY01 with a 2-year sentence and 2 additional inmates in FY02.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
It is estimated that passage of this bill would result in 1 additional inmate in FY01 at a cost of $22,464 and 3 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of $57,500.
