Create a new section of KRS Chapter 434 to establish the offenses of obtaining rental property by fraud, renting or leasing with intent to defraud, and failure to redeliver rented property worth $300 or more, and to provide evidence of intent with regard thereto; as a Class D felony



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates several Class D felonies for fraudulently renting and failing to pay for rental equipment where the rental value is $300 and over.   The Department estimates that bill could result in 3 additional inmate commitments per year with a 3-year sentence.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The Department estimates that passage of this bill would result in 3 additional inmates in FY01 at a cost of  $67,000 and 6 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of $138,000.
