PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill creates a new section of KRS Chapter 434 which details the offenses of obtaining rental property by fraud, renting or leasing with intent to defraud, and failure to redeliver rented property. The bill provides for evidence of fraud and fraudulent intent.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. It creates new crimes; both a Class A misdemeanor (up to $300) and a Class D felony ($300 and above). To this extent, there may be some additional investigative and court testimony time and effort required of peace officers associated with the prosecution of alleged fraud and intent to defraud.
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
