On page 14, after line 7, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 9.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6.601 TO 6.849 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A member of the General Assembly shall not use any state government office building, whether owned or leased by the state, or the Governor's and Lieutenant Governor's mansions and grounds, for the purpose of soliciting or securing funds for:
(a)
Any individual candidate or slate of candidates for nomination or election to public office;
(b)
Any political party; or
(c)
Any committee formed in support of or controlled by a political party.
Violation of this section is ethical misconduct.
(2)
A member of the General Assembly shall not attend an event in a state government office building, whether owned or leased by the state, or in any part of the Governor's or Lieutenant Governor's mansions or grounds, held for the purpose of soliciting or securing funds for the individuals or entities listed in paragraphs (a) to (c) of subsection (1) of this section. Violation of this section is ethical misconduct.".
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
