PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The provisions of this bill provide for the custody and subsequent involuntary civil commitment of sexually violent predators as well as the termination of the involuntary civil commitment. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. In the event a defendant is not guilty by reason of insanity (of a violent sex crime) he/she will be taken into custody (if not already in custody) by the local sheriff and delivered to a local/regional jail (until he/she is assessed and released or taken to a state facility for involuntary civil commitment). To this extent there will be some minimal additional time and effort by local law enforcement officers and offices, and some additional (in principle) costs to the local jail budget.
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
