PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Provisions of this bill will allow candidates who live in a city whose boundaries extend beyond those of a single county to file their nomination papers in the county in which they reside, instead of in Frankfort at the Secretary of State's office. The clerk of the county in which the candidate resides will be required to notify the clerk of the other county(ies) in which a city is located.

The bill also provides that the fiscal court must initiate reapportionment in May of the first year after the census, rather than February of the second year; thus, elections will be based on current census data.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is minimal. The filing fee is $50, of which county clerks receive $30. County clerks are currently responsible for nomination papers and certifications for other local candidates, and the administrative burden in the few counties that will be affected by the provisions of this bill ought to be minimal.
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
