PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The provisions of this bill make it a Class D felony to riot in a detention center facility.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. To the extent that making participation in a riot deters the behavior there would be cost savings as a consequence of reduced damage and injury. In the event a prisoner were incarcerated for a misdemeanor and was convicted for rioting in the facility his Class D felony sentence would now be reimbursed to the county by the state. Some additional costs (time/overtime for investigation/court testimony) might be incurred as a consequence of determining the number of persons involved in a detention center facility disturbance (it takes 5 to constitute a "riot") and the nature of participation by the defendant. Felony investigations, prosecutions, court testimony, etc. are generally a bit more costly than those  for misdemeanors.
