MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of HB 789/GA is to create a new section of KRS Chapter 365 to prohibit commerce in counterfeit goods and services. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 789/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 365 to prohibit commerce in counterfeit goods and services. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 789/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to accurately determine the number of persons who will be convicted of the provisions of HB 789/GA.  The cost to incarcerate a Class D felon in a local jail facility is approximately $9,600.  In the event that the felon is housed in one of the state's privately-operated adult correctional facilities, the cost would be $11,500 per year, and $15,300 if the felon is housed in one of the state's adult institutions.  

The Department of Corrections estimates that the provisions of HB 789/GA may result in one additional inmate commitment in FY 2000-2001 at a cost of $22,500 and two additional inmates in FY 2001-2002 at a cost of $46,000. 

HB 789/GA will have a positive, but indeterminable, revenue impact for the Board of Crime Victims Compensation. It is unknown how many fines will be assessed and deposited for use by the Board. 
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
