MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of HB8/SCS is to modify the amount of fines to be imposed upon the violation of KRS 189.212, 189.221, 189.222, 189.226, 189.230, 189.270, or 189.271, regarding weight limitations, to a range of not less than $100 and not more than $1,000; to amend KRS 189.285 relating to the requirement motorcycle operators to provide proof of insurance in order to operate the motorcycle without protective headgear; to repeal KRS 186.865 regarding health insurance requirement for motorcycle registration requirements; and declare an emergency

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB8/SCS amends KRS 189.990 to restructure fines charged for overweight violations when the load exceeds 5,000 pounds in the amount of two (2) cents per pound of excess load; requires the fine to be not less than $100 and not more than $1,000; amends KRS 189.285 to delete language relating to the requirement of motorcycle operators to provide proof of insurance in order to operate the motorcycle without protective headgear; and declares an emergency.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact is indeterminable due to the inability to determine the number of violations which would be cited and at what level fines would be assumed.
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
