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PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 8/SCS amends KRS 189.990 and KRS 189.285 to remove the need for motorcycle riders who do not wear helmets to show proof of health insurance to the county clerk when registering a motorcycle.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but is expected to be moderate.  KRS 186.865 provides that a person over the age of 21, who wishes to operate a motorcycle without wearing protective headgear, must provide proof of health insurance to the county clerk when obtaining or renewing the registration for the motorcycle.  The Transportation Cabinet is required to develop and the county clerk provide to the applicant, a decal to affix to the applicant's license plate.  The applicant is required to pay the clerk a fee of three dollars for the decal.  HB 8/SCS would remove the proof of insurance requirement for individuals who wish to ride a motorcycle without protective headgear.  This would remove the three dollar registration fee the county clerks currently receive for motorcycle registration for those who wish to ride without protective headgear.  Larger counties, with a larger number of motorcycle riders, would see the greatest impact from this bill.
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
