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AN ACT relating to fireworks.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 227 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Any county, urban-county, charter county, or city of the first through the sixth class may by ordinance waive in whole or in part the prohibitions in KRS 227.708 and KRS 227.715(5) relating to the retail sale of fireworks, if the ordinance does not allow any sale, use, or possession prohibited by federal law. The waiver may be limited in scope so as to continue to prohibit the sale of certain fireworks whose retail sale is prohibited under KRS 227.708 and 227.715(5), while permitting the sale of other fireworks whose sale would be illegal but for the waiver. The ordinance may specify that the waiver shall apply only if certain conditions as set out in the ordinance are met. The geographic area of the waiver may be for all or part of the area encompassed by the government enacting the waiver. However, a county government may not extend its waiver into any area encompassed by a city. The ordinance may not grant any special exemption for the sale or possession of fireworks from duly enacted zoning laws.
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
