PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 227.570 to direct the Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction to promulgate administrative regulations to adopt the most current version of ANSI A225.1, which sets health and safety standards for manufactured housing installations; requires the Manufactured Home Certification and Licensure Board and the Recreational Vehicle Certification and Licensure Board to periodically review all published revisions to the standards they have adopted; requires the department to adopt revised standards when the department and the boards determine that they should be adopted.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1544 (HB 820) is indeterminable, but probably would be minimal.  The measure establishes standards for installation or relocation of new and used manufactured homes.  According to officials of the manufactured housing industry and the Department of Housing, Building and Construction, the measure would only enhance what local governments are currently doing to protect the public.
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
