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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 824/GA requires the Personnel Cabinet to promulgate administrative regulations allowing property valuation administrators and their deputies to receive lump-sum payments for accrued annual leave and compensatory time when separated from employment. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 824/GA amends KRS 132.370.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of HB 824/GA is indeterminable because it is unknown how many Property Valuation Administrators and Deputies will separate from employment during a fiscal year and the value of the annual leave and compensatory time the employees may have accrued.
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
