MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

HB 827/GA increases the per diem compensation of Kentucky Human Rights Commission members from $65 to $100; and permits payment of per diem for days spent on preparation of recommended orders and on administrative hearing matters, as well as for attending commission meetings. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This legislation amends KRS 344.160 to increase the per diem compensation of Kentucky Human Rights Commission members from $65 to $100; and permits payment of per diem for days spent on preparation of recommended orders and on administrative hearing matters, as well as for attending commission meetings. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact is based on each of eleven (11) members of the Kentucky Human Rights Commission receiving a thirty-five dollar ($35) increase in the per diem compensation and meeting quarterly; and being paid one hundred dollars ($100), per member, for each day spent in the preparation of recommended orders and on administrative hearing matters, as well as for attending commission meetings.
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
