Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 121.310 to provide that no person shall solicit or obtain contributions to a committee or to be used for independent expenditures from an employee or member of a labor organization by use of an automatic method or deduction including a payroll deduction or reverse checkoff plan; provide that employee may participate in a payroll deduction plan if the employee affirmatively consents to the contribution at least once in each calendar year; provide that the contribution shall be voluntary and the consent to the deduction shall be revocable at any time; provide that the subsection does not require the establishment of a payroll deduction program nor make lawful any contribution otherwise prohibited by state law; amend KRS 121.990 to provide that violation is a Class D felony; cite as Worker Paycheck Protection Act of 2000

This bill makes it a Class D felony to violate the section on soliciting contributions. This could add one inmate per year with a sentence of one year.

This bill would add one inmate in FY 01 at a cost of  $16,800 and one additional inmate in FY02 at a cost of $17,200
