PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The provisions of this bill prohibit minors or students who are not minors from carrying a knife at elementary or secondary schools, or school busses, or at school sanctioned events. Violation is a Class D felony. Various exemptions are provided.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is minimal. A new (felony) crime is created and thus, in principle, some additional time and effort will be required of peace officers and law enforcement offices to enforce the bill's provisions.

Class D felons are incarcerated in county jails and the jails are reimbursed by the state.
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
