PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill would create a new section of KRS Chapter 440 to require the registration of bounty hunters and to clarify that they are not authorized to commit breaches of the peace.  The sheriff may charge a $5.00 fee for the acceptance of a form making a notification of a bounty hunter's presence.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 2296 (HB 846) is indeterminable.  The $5.00 fee could generate additional funds for the Sheriffs offices, however it is impossible to predict how much revenue would be generated since bounty hunters are not currently required to notify county officials of their presence.  Additionally, there is no reliable data that could be used to forecast the need for bounty hunters to enter the state in the future.
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
