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AN ACT relating to the voting rights of subdivision residents.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 116 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
If a resident of a subdivision in which extraterritorial jurisdiction subdivision regulations are exercised under KRS 100.131 registers with the county clerk before the closing of the register by the county clerk under the provisions of KRS 116.045, that resident shall be allowed to vote in the general election for any executive authority or legislative body member in the city that is an independent planning unit or in the city that is part of a joint planning unit that is nearest the person's residence. The county clerk shall prepare a special ballot for the eligible residents allowing each registered, eligible resident to vote only for any executive authority or legislative body member of the city on the ballot. The county clerk shall transmit the special ballot to the county precinct where the resident normally votes and the registered, eligible resident shall record his or her votes upon that ballot. Registered, eligible residents of a subdivision in which extraterritorial jurisdiction subdivision regulations are exercised who vote in a city election shall not be considered ineligible to vote in any county election.

(2)
In the event of a general election in a city in which city officers, but not county officers are elected, registered, eligible subdivision residents wishing to vote in a city election shall vote at the county clerk's office. The county clerk shall have prepared a special ballot for these individuals containing only the offices for which they are entitled to vote under subsection (1) of this section.

Each planning commission shall provide the clerk of the county in which the subdivision is located with whatever information the county clerk requires to maintain a roster of voters who are eligible to vote for the executive authority and legislative body candidates in city general elections. This information shall be provided to the county clerk not later than sixty (60) days preceding the date of a general election in each year in which an election for the executive authority and legislative body members shall be held in that city.

Each county clerk shall code all registered voters in that county in such a manner that the county precinct election officers may determine a subdivision residents' eligibility to vote in city general elections of the executive authority and legislative body members.
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
