PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 2377 provides that election officials can post American flags at the entrance of each voting location, rather than each voting precinct.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of this bill is indeterminable, although it should result in savings for some counties.  Currently, election officials are required to post American flags of reasonable size at the entrance to voting precincts on election day.  Counties purchase the flags.  This bill would allow counties to post flags at voting locations.  According to Laura Hendrix, of the LRC staff, some counties may vote a number of precincts at a location and each precinct has to have a flag displayed.  This bill would allow for only one flag at the location, representing a savings, both in cost and time it takes for election officials to mount the flags.  American flags can vary in price, depending on size and quality of materials and workmanship.  For example, a check with one flag source found prices ranging from $22.95 to $28.95 for a 3X5-foot flag.
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
