MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The provisions of HB 900/HCS require private telephone systems in large or multiple locations to help emergency service providers locate the extension from which 911 was called by locating the building or floor of extensions and submitting emergency plans; require every public telephone system to connect fully to enhanced 911 emergency telephone services where these exist, and to provide all required information; create the Office of Statewide 911 Coordination and delineate responsibilities; require business and residential shared-tenant telephone systems to connect fully to enhanced 911 emergency telephone services where these exist; clarify terms and make technical corrections; exempt from requirement for certain automatic locator identification data facilities with on-site security personnel while building is occupied, rather than 24 hour security personnel; specify items to be included in emergency location identification plan map and instructions; establish criteria to be considered for granting waivers; establish an appeal process for decisions on waivers; permit the Kentucky State Police by cooperative agreement with local governments to establish 911 service in area where it does not exist; and exempt state agency that maintains an independent 911 system from collecting and remitting subscriber charge. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

The provisions of HB 900/HCS create new sections of KRS 65.750 to 65.760, and amend KRS 65.752, KRS 65.750, and 65.760 to provide for the measure's purpose.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The provisions of HB 900/HCS have an indeterminable fiscal impact.  However, the following components are identified.

Support for the Office of Statewide 911 Coordination is estimated to total $200,000 in each fiscal year.  The funding would provide an Executive Director, staff assistant, secretary, and associated operating costs.  The estimated personnel costs are $120,000 and operating costs are $80,000.

The cost to upgrade various phone systems is indeterminable.  However, the Dispersed Private Telephone System (DPTS) Task Force estimated the cost to upgrade a telephone system to range from $10,000 to $50,000.  If this cost becomes part of normal system maintenance, there would be a minimal impact.  There are approximately 75 state-owned phone systems that would have to be upgraded by the January 1, 2003 deadline.
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
