MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 907 requires the establishment of a diabetic foot screening program with community sites and monthly screening of diabetic Medicaid recipients' feet.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 214 to allow the Department for Public Health to establish a program for diabetic foot screenings; Requires the Department for Medicaid Services to assign each recipient with a medical diagnosis of diabetes mellitus to a community site to access monthly inspections of their feet; Requires the screening program to train and employ public assistance recipients to provide the screenings. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 907 would cost at least $150,000 per year for 2 Permanent Full Time Equivalent trainers and related travel expenses to travel statewide and train public assistance recipients to provide the required foot screenings.

Currently, there are over 36,500 Medicaid recipients with diabetes.  Based on 36,500 diabetic Medicaid recipient's requiring monthly foot screenings, or 438,000 inspections per year (36,500 x 12), and an estimated $20 cost per inspection, the screening portion of HB 907 would cost the Medicaid program an estimated $8,760,000 ($2,590,300 state funds/$6,169,700 Federal Funds) per year.
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
