Create new section of KRS Chapter 196 to require the Department of Corrections to provide in administrative regulations for a simplified process for restoring voting rights to eligible felony offenders, provide for process, and define "eligible felony offender

This bill requires that the Department of Corrections establish a process supported by Administrative Regulations for restoring voting rights to felony offenders.  Any conceivable system for tracking the tens of thousands of eligible felony offenders would require at least one additional administrative employee.
