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AN ACT relating to restoration of voting rights for convicted felons.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 196 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Department of Corrections shall promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A for implementation of a simplified process for restoring voting rights to eligible felony offenders. In creating this process, the Department of Corrections shall:

(a)
Generate a list of all eligible offenders on a monthly basis;

(b)
Compile necessary information and conduct an investigation to ensure that all restitution has been paid and that there are no outstanding warrants, charges, or indictments; and

(c)
Forward information on eligible felony offenders to the Office of the Governor on a monthly basis for consideration.

(2)
As used in this section, "eligible felony offender" means a person convicted of one (1) of more felonies who:

(a)
Has reached the maximum expiration of his sentence or received final discharge from the Parole Board;

(b)
Does not have any pending warrants, charges, or indictments; and

(c)
Has paid full restitution as ordered by the court or the Parole Board.
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
