PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill would amend KRS 117.085 to eliminate the provision for straight party ticket voting.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Most voting machines throughout the state are programmable.  Provisions for straight party ticket voting can simply be turned off when the machine is being configured.  Similarly, older, lever type election machines have the option of having the straight party ticket lever turned off or on.  Therefore, there is little or no cost impact in the configuration of the voting machines.  Paper ballots can simply have the option eliminated before they are printed.  There may be some impact arising from delays due to precinct workers taking more time to explain to voters that the straight party ticket vote is no longer an option, but this impact is expected to be minimal.
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
