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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this legislation is to include school security officers working for a school district in the definition of "police officer" for the purposes of including these officers in the Kentucky Law Enforcment Foundation Program Fund (KLEFPF).

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  House Bill 929 amends KRS 15.420 and 15.440 to make school districts that employ school security officers eligible to participate in the Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation program fund. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of HB 929 is indeterminable because the number of security officers that would be eligible under this legislation is unknown.  It is estimated that there is between 150 and 200 officers that provide security at schools around the state.  The cost of one new officer would be $3,000 plus the employer related retirement (16.28% CERS hazardous/6.34 CERS nonhazardous).  The impact is $3,200 to $3,500 per officer per year. Applying these amounts to the 150 to 200 officers mentioned, the range would be the following:
