Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 218A to regulate the sale of the drug ephedrine; amend KRS 218A.1432 and 218A.1435 to clarify language regarding statutes prohibiting trafficking in methamphetamine



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill makes possession of a methamphetamine precursor a Class D felony for 1st offense and a Class C felony for subsequent offenses.  The Department of Corrections received 12 commitments in FY99 for Manufacturing Methamphetamines.  This bill relating to possession of a precursor material for the manufacture of methamphetamines is projected to result in 3 additional commitments each year with a 5-year sentence.  Unlawful distribtution of a methamphetamine precursor is also created as a Class D felony.  This offense is estimated to result in one additional inmate per year.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The Department of Corrections estimates that passage of this bill could result in 4 additional inmates in FY01 at a cost of $90,000 and 8 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of $184,000.
