PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The affect of BR 2471 (HB 968) is to amend  KRS 186A.130, relating to fees for title applications, to reduce the fee for a speed title on a motorboat from $25.00 to $6.00.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 2471 (HB 968) is indeterminable, but would probably be minimal for those county clerks affected by this measure.  The measure would reduce the county clerk fee from $5.00 to $2.00 for processing an application for a speed title on a motorboat.  Of the three (3) clerks interviewed, one had no record of processing this type of application for motorboats and the other two felt the impact would be minimal since very few of these applications are processed by their office.
